Item "D” Discussion of the Bidding Process: Mr. Long gave participants time to review the exhibit list and
asked if there were any questions.

The floor was turned over to DNK under Item “E” Discussion of Specifications. Mr. Latham summarized
the work noting that the most intensive work was the removal of concrete drives and parking at Hilltop
Homes and replacement with asphalt pavement. Mr. Latham went through the major items of the work,
noting how each item on the plans was tied to the prices requested in the Bid Form.

The meeting then moved on to Item “F” Question Period as shown on the agenda.

Q: A bid for a previous project on this site reserved the right to award to the lowest bidder for each item,
and the items were each awarded to different contractors. Is that the case on this project?

A: No. The entire project will be awarded to the lowest responsive and responsible bidder using the
“Grand Total” amount for bid comparison.
